GIYOU transforms fleeting moments into lasting objects.
Flowers that do not fade, crafted in silver and gold, designed

to live with people - on tables, in interiors, in everyday life. Not
as trophies of luxury, but as intimate reminders of love,

gratitude and time well spent.

Behind the grand projects and international recognition lies a
very human story: one of patience, discipline, shared vision

and the courage to choose calm over noise. In this
conversation, we speak with GIYOU's founders about emotion

turned into form, about working side by side as a couple and
about why true luxury today may be the ability to slow down -

without ever losing intensity.



Radek, do you remember the very first flower you ever created for GIYOU?
What was it, and why did it become the beginning?

We worked on the first jeweller's flower models for two years. There were
several of them, including a cornflower, a daisy, a snowdrop and blades of
grass. Their selection reflected our search and our understanding at the
time. We moved between the garden, reflection and the jewellery bench,
giving our ideas both concrete form and words.

At the early stage, did you ever consider taking GIYOU in a more “classical
jewellery” direction - accessories, brooches, wearable pieces? Why did
flowers remain the core language?

At the beginning, we were completely immersed in flowers. The vision of
expanding jeweller’'s flowers into a broader concept - including flower
jewellery - came only later. People’s desire to adorn themselves is strong,
yet we see the greatest meaning in jeweller’s flowers. They retain something
of the lightness of living flowers and are not primarily about self-expression
or status. Instead, they create warmth, relationships and a sense of home in
a way that people deeply appreciate. Moreover, they open an entirely new
category in the world of gifts, home decor and weddings, offering many
possibilities.






If you could gift a GIYOU flower to any well-known personality - from the
world of art, culture, music or beyond - who would it be? Which flower would

you choose, and why that one?

| would give a bouquet of silver meadow flowers with grass and delicate wild
blossoms to Marianela Nunez, for her strength and tenacity delivered with
grace and joy. | am generally closer to books and music, yet recently | have
found myself more than once admiring Marianela’'s dance and her
expressive embodiment of beauty and life.

And the second flower | would give to my wife Milada, for her extraordinary
jewellery sensibility and the deep love she brings to every flower GIYOU

creates.

Your work ranges from monumental, almost legendary commissions to
quiet, intimate pieces. Which type of creation feels closer to you today - and
what does that say about where you are in life right now?

The most valuable works are born from silence and intimacy. Flowers are
never as loud as a diamond necklace. Our customers include those who buy
a single flower and those who seek a truly exceptional gift or decoration. At
different stages of my life, | would have felt closer to one group or the other.
Now, | value both equally. That is quite a significant change.



When you imagine GIYOU ten or twenty years from now, what matters more
to you: how large the brand becomes, or how deeply it remains connected to
its original feeling?

Growing a jeweller's garden requires long-term commitment, care,
knowledge and heart. We are building a company based on values,
supported by talented designers and dedicated professionals. We are not
focused on scale for its own sake. We value a smaller structure if it is
capable of creating excellent products and meaningful relationships with
clients. Intime, we hope to pass this on to the next generations.



Milada, do you have a favourite flower - not only visually, but emotionally?
One that speaks to you more than others, for reasons beyond beauty?

| do not have a single favourite flower. In fact, | am fascinated by every one -
a flower, a leaf, a blade of grass. Every detail carries its own order and
natural perfection, which | can observe. That observation fills me with a
sense of wonder. Each plant awakens different emotions and images in me,
and that is what draws me to them.

When you work with form and proportion, what attracts you more: botanical
accuracy or artistic freedom? Where do you allow yourself to depart from
nature’s rules?

Even when creating a realistic flower, we allow ourselves a degree of
creative freedom - through emotional interpretation, the various stages of a
flower's development, adaptation of scale or technological limitations.
Soon, we will begin working on a collection of artistic and fantasy flowers,
which excites me greatly. | like to be guided both by nature and by my
imagination.



When you create a GIYOU flower, do you already imagine where it will live -
the interior, the light, the atmosphere around it? Which materials for vases or
surroundings feel most natural to you - crystal, metal, Murano glass?

When we create custom flowers, we usually know details about the interior
and the vases. The more we understand, the better we can refine the
design. Silver and gold flowers love light. They look best in clear glass or
crystal vases, or in glass display cases. They also harmonise beautifully
with other natural materials, especially wood and stone. Surprisingly, they

suit almost every interior style. We are fortunate that the Czech Republic has
a highly developed glassmaking tradition, which allows us to create original
glass pieces designed specifically to hold jeweller's flowers.

GIYOU works with precious metals. Was there ever a temptation to
introduce gemstones into your flowers - and what made you decide for or
against that direction?

We are drawn to the purity, monochromatic character and intrinsic beauty of
silver and gold. We plan to create a collection of flowers set with precious
stones for those who prefer a more expressive aesthetic. From a business
perspective, gemstones also offer higher margins than pure metal.



Flowers often carry strong symbolic meanings. Do you consciously think
about symbolism when creating a piece, or do you prefer to leave
interpretation to the person who lives with it?

We are aware of established floral symbolism - for example, lilies as a
symbol of purity - as well as the personal meanings flowers may hold for an
individual. We rarely rely on traditional symbolism. Personal symbolism,
however, is very important to us. We incorporate it when creating bespoke
jeweller's flowers. Clients often develop their own meanings for family
vases, anniversary pieces or wedding flowers. At the same time, living
flowers do not necessarily require symbolism - they bring beauty, intimacy
and pleasure in themselves. Jeweller's flowers add timelessness and
transform that gesture into an artistic object that transcends fashion and
carries generational value, along with pride in exceptional craftsmanship.
